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Middle School Lesson Plan #2

Teacher’s Guide for Student Worksheet

This is the guide that will help you with the student worksheet.  Students will be analyzing primary source documents and answering questions based on those documents.  Questions are provided for the documents that require the whole page to be viewed.  This will also help students work on listening skills as well as reading skills to complete this activity.  This can be done in groups of three or as individual work.  One day for a 45 min class.

Document 1: Photograph of Wichita High School class of 1883. The school was located between Second and Third on east side of Emporia. Document 2:  Map of Township 27 South Range 1 East. Of the 6th Principal Meridian. 1882. 1. Why do you think this map was drawn?

2. List three things in this map that you think are important.

3. Is the map a valid historical representation?  What doesn’t fit or what isn’t valid?

(Teacher might have to explain what a valid historical representation is.)

Document 3:  Photograph of Wichita citizens posed in front of church building in Wichita, built around 1870 and used by the Protestant Episcopal Church, now St. John's Episcopal Church. The location was north of Third Street on east side of Main Street.  Photograph is in the Wichita Photo Archives web site; it is the first photograph listed in Religion category.
